Round Pond Estate Cabernet  
A blend of 94% Cabernet Sauvignon, 5% 
Petit Verdot and 1% Malbec, this wine 
evolves dramatically from its first few mo-
ments in the glass. Initial top notes of Span-
ish lavender and brambles are followed by 
graphite, Asian plum, and cassis. Moments 
later, inviting fragrances of burnt vanilla 
caramel greet the taster.  

Venta Morales Organic Grapes Tempranillo 

This old-vine Tempranillo comes from up-
and-coming La Mancha, where the Medi-
terranean climate coaxes out lots of 
spice, licorice, rich black cherry, and an 
undercurrent of minerality from the lime-
stones soils where these vines dig deep 
into the soil. Lamb chops are a must!  

Domaine Bernard Bourgogne Pinot Noir 2009 

This pinot noir has a lovely purity of mo-
rello cherry, sloe and rosehip fruit. Soft 
texture, very fresh, fine tannin and juicy 
fruit on the finish.

Columbia Valley, Washington 

     This Cabernet is rich and robust.  The 
palate is full of black cherry, raspberry 
and currants that combine with toasty 
oak, chocolate and spice.  Pairs well with 
grilled pepper steak or herb-roasted rack 
of lamb.

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Pasorina Moscato 
Paso Robles, California 

    A wine perfect for summer afternoons. 
Light-bodied easy drinking and well bal-
anced with rich fruits.  Pairs well with 
fruit, mild cheeses, spicy Asian and Latin 
dishes and summer deserts.   

Cellar 8 Merlot 
Napa, California 

      This Merlot has rich aromas of ripe red 
berry fruit and bing cherry, along with 
notes of dried herbs. Flavors of red cherries, 
cola, cloves and spice on the palate, with 
just a hint of toasty oak . 

Cline Zinfandel 
Sonoma, California 

    Black cherry and raspberry, spice notes 
and a lasting finish of vanilla.  Pairs well 
with penne putanesca, grilled steak or 
chili con carne. 

Segura Viudas Brut Reserva  
Torrelavit, Spain 

     This sparkling wine from Spain is cre-
ated from a blend of reserve and non-
vintage wines.  Clean and delicate, yet rich 
in flavor.  Aromas of white fruits, citrus 
and tropical fruits, and light floral 
notes.  Complex and full flavor.  

Gazela Vinho Verde 
Northwest Portugal 

    An irresistible bright fruity white wine. 
The bouquet is a lively mix of citrus and flo-
ral aromas. Soft flavors of apricot and 
grapefruit are perked up by the sparkling 
bubbles and balanced by delightful crisp 
acidity and strong minerality.  

Stonecap Merlot 
Columbia Valley, Washington 

    Velvety and smooth with rich fla-
vors of red berry, plum, and ripe 
cherry.  Notes of mocha and spice.  
Pairs well with veal, grilled salmon, 
and medium bodied cheeses.

McManis Cabernet Sauvignon 
San Joaquin Valley, California 

     Aromas of blackberry, black cherry, 
black currant, and a hint of tobacco leaf.  
On the palate, dark fruits.  Pairs well with 
steak, beef stew, and sword fish. 

McManis Merlot  
San Joaquin Valley, California 

     Aromas of red current and raspberry.  
The palate is juicy and concentrated with 
a pleasant addition of milk chocolate.  
Ending with a pleasing toasty finish.   

Cellar 8 Pinot Noir 
Napa, California 

     Deep, dark rose in color, starts off with 
ripe cherry and red berry aromas. Lush and 
complex on the palate, this wine shows off 
juicy strawberry jam and red berry flavors.

Sam Smith Beers & Ciders 

    The Old Brewery at Tadcaster was founded in 
1758 and is Yorkshire's oldest brewery.  First in-
troduced to the U.S. market in 1978, Samuel 
Smith beers quickly became the benchmark ales 
for the emerging craft beer movement.  They have 
many different beers for you to try.   

Ayinger Beers 
    Brauerei Aying has a long-
standing reputation for excellence 
in beer and hospitality.   In the shadow of the 
Alps, nestled in the 1200 year-old village of Aying, 
Brauerei Aying produces 12 different styles of 
beers, more than most of the larger breweries. The 
Ayinger Brewery has been owned and operated by 
the same family since 1878 . 

8 Wired Beers 
    8 Wired Beer is inspired by the legendary 
Kiwi can-do mentality and fellow craft brew-
ers who have dared to challenge the masses 
and show us all that beer is no longer “just beer”!   

SPIRITS 

Bruichladdich The Laddie 10 
    The first 10 year old distilled by the 
current owners. Lovely marriage of 
both bourbon and sherry casks, and 
quite fresh, with a maturity resem-
bling a 12 year old, rather than 10. 
Smooth on the palate, and very drink-
able, with creamy vanilla, honey-
comb, banana bread, bright lemon, 
melon, tangerine, candied ginger, and delicate brine.  

Mikkeller Beers 
    The story of Mikkeller is the 
story of two young homebrewers, 
who in a few years have excelled 
from hobby brewing at home in the 
kitchen to national and international recognition.  

Pinkus Beers 
    The Pinkus-Muller brewery 
traces its origins to the family's arrival in the 
Northern Germany town of Munster in 1816.  The 
Pinkus-Muller Brewery  are the world's first brew-
ery to brew with only organically grown barley 
malt and whole hop blossoms.  

Jolly Pumpkin Artisan Ales 
    Jolly Pumpkin Artisan Ales is 
designed to create ales of out-
standing art and flavor. Focusing 
on traditional rustic country style beers brought to 
life through labor and love, we strive to create 
beers to lighten the spirit and soothe the soul.   

Edradour 2003 Port Cask 
    Matured entirely in a Port Bo-
dega Butt, this is from a batch of 
10 port casks filled in November 
of 2003. Bottled at natural color 
without chill-filtration. The nose 
of this Edradour is dark berries, 
redcurrant, gooseberries and 

creamy coffee liqueur with quite a bit of spices.  On 
the palate, it’s nice and crisp with loads of fruit.
