Coming East on H1:

Continue on Kalanianaole Hwy (72) to the signal light at Halemaumau St.

This is four signal lights after the Aina Haina Shopping Center (McDonald’s on the left)
Move to the far LEFT of the three lanes.

You will pass Kawaikui Park on your left and the BEFORE Halemaumau is Puuikena Drive.
Get into the left turn lane at Halemaumau and wait for the green arrow.

You will pass through five intersections before you see the school on the LEFT.

Park in any space available.

The cafeteria is the large building with the screen doors in front of you.

Coming West on Kalanianaole Hwy:

NouhswN e

Stay in the right lane on Kalanianaole Hwy (72) past the Niu Valley Shopping Center.
A 7-Eleven is visible in the center.
Although this intersection is Halemaumau, it is EAST Halemaumau and not the one you want.

Continue through two sets of signal lights past Kentucky Fried Chicken on the right.
The next intersection is Halemaumau.

Turn RIGHT on Halemaumau.
Follow numbers 6 through 8 above.
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
